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As I write this message, I can see 
the new shoots of growth pushing 
through the soil in our garden – a 
perfect reminder of the theme for 
this year’s display: “All things are 
possible with God”.
The design team are planning 

another creative display which will offer a variety of 
opportunities for interaction, plenty of food for thought and 
space for reflection on the bounteous and abundant love of 
God for all of creation, as we reflect on the parable of the 
sower and the seed.
In recent months we’ve been reminded of the power of God 
and the powerlessness of humanity against the forces of 
nature in earthquakes, tornadoes and volcanoes. It would be 
easy to focus on the negative aspects of these events but as 
always the clouds have a silver lining and we see the love of 
God being shown in the generous responses to natural 
disasters and the way in which God brings forth shoots of 
hope on what seem to be the deadwood of disaster. 
I hope that the Church on Show display this year will shine 
as a beacon of hope to all who engage with it, and that the 
message that all things are possible with God will remain 
long after the three days of the show.
